You may have known only about the political
violence that has characterized life in that Cagdb
nation of 9 million since it declared independefroen
France in 1804 to become the second free counthein
Americas (after the United States) and the firathl
republic in the modern world.

Haiti is the poorest country in the Western Heméph
with 80% of the population living under the povelite
and 54% in abject poverty. Two-thirds of all Haitéa
depend on the agricultural sector, mainly smallesca
subsistence farming, and remain vulnerable to damag
from frequent natural disasters, exacerbated by the
country’s widespread deforestation.
