MESSAGE FROM OUR RABBI 

Passover Memories 
Pesach comes early this year.  Next year is a leap year on the Hebrew calendar, and we will have an extra 
month before Purim, so you’ll see Rosh Hashana and Hanukkah early on the calendar and Purim and Passover 
later.  As I write this, it’s still pretty cold in Houston, though far worse in the north.  My family often had the 
tradition of inviting people to the seder who had never been to one before.  It’s a marvelous holiday to share.  
It got me thinking about some memorable Passover experiences.  In the spirit of the Four Questions, I offer 
Four Memories: 
 

·  The first seder I led myself was shortly after I first moved to Houston.  I assembled a group of a dozen 
friends, Jewish and non-Jewish.  We crowded into my one-bedroom apartment, with everyone 
bringing something to share (I made my first turkey) and went through all the customs.  Just as we got 
to the part about Elijah, the phone rang.  I put it on speaker, and the voice on the other end said, “This 
is Elijah calling!!”  Of course, it sounded a lot like my dad, but we all got a great laugh out of it. 

 

·  The “orphan seder” for those without family in town continued for my first several years in Houston, 
culminating with over 50 guests coming in 1994.  I had to rent the clubhouse in my apartment 
complex.  An older man wandered in, wondering what was happening.  He didn’t seem interested in 
participating in the rituals, so one of my friends fixed him a plate of food and went back to his 
apartment with him.  I’ve often wondered about this mysterious guest…whenever we open our doors 
for Elijah, we hope he will come. This time, perhaps he did. 

 

·  I’ve had two wonderful experiences sharing seders with groups that were entirely Christian.  The first 
time was at an Episcopal day school in Rosenberg, TX.  The students were attentive and fascinated, 
and really enjoyed tasting all the ceremonial dishes after learning about the Jewish traditions.  The 
second time was at St. Martha’s Catholic Church in Kingwood, where 80 adults gathered on a Monday 
evening in November.  The seder was a kick-off for their study of Exodus, and they were kind enough 
to make a DVD recording of the event.  We have extra copies at the temple to make available to those 
who are unable to attend a seder. 

 

·  I’ve shared seder in prison several times with men who were incarcerated.  Just imagine: a celebration 
of freedom behind bars!  After the first time I went, I published an essay entitled, “Once We Were 
Slaves, Now We are Prisoners.”  The “bread of affliction” for them was the taste of freedom.  They 
had so many limitations, that to be given the freedom to observe a Jewish holiday was very special.  
Most years, we just had the ceremonial foods, an egg, haroset, horse radish, parsley, etc.  But a couple 
of times, I got special permission from the prison authorities to bring in a real meal, complete with 
kugels and kosher, matzah-meal fried chicken.  The first time I brought “real” food, it was a complete 
surprise to the inmates, and it was the best meal many of them had eaten in years.  One man hadn’t 
eaten meat at all for six years because he decided to try keeping kosher and there was no kosher meat 
in prison. (Just recently, one unit in the Texas correctional system has gotten a kosher kitchen through 
the efforts of state chaplain Rabbi Dovid Goldstein.)  I expected them to want to get straight to the 
food.  I was amazed that they did not want me to abbreviate the seder at all.  They wanted all the 
songs, teachings and embellishments to experience the joy of the ceremony before the food.  Two of 
their fellow Jewish inmates were not permitted to come to the seder because their unit was on 
restriction.  I was touched to see the men make two plates and send them out to the others before they 
fed themselves. 

 

Of course, all of our Temple Beth Torah seders have been memorable.  Perhaps this year, when you’re 
enjoying your meal after the parsley and the matzah and horseradish, you’ll take the time to share some 
memories.  Jewish history was created by people sharing experiences and turning them into stories.  What’s 
your story?  If you can’t think of one, let’s create it together this year.

March 5-6  Ki Tissa  Exodus 30:11-34:35 
This is one of the most dramatic Torah portions, which 
includes the Israelites losing faith and building a 
Golden Calf to worship.  Moses pleads with G-d to 
show mercy, and then his own anger causes him to 
break the tablets.  Those who are not willing to come 
back to the LORD are killed.  But the Torah portion 
includes reconciliation, as G-d instructs Moses to 
construct a new set of tablets “like the first.”  The first 
set were written by G-d; the second by Moses, 
empowering a human, and in turn, humanity, to 
maintain the commitment and the covenant. 

March 12-13  Vayakhel/Pekude  Exodus 35:1-40:38 
This double portion brings us to the end of Exodus. 
Vayakhel describes the specifics of the wood and other 
items required in building the tabernacle.  But it begins 
with a reprise of the commandment to rest on Shabbat.  
This teaches us that even a highly important task like 
the tabernacle is not more important than our weekly 
day devoted to rest and rejuvenation.  “Pekude” means 
“records” and refers to the accounting of the gold, 
silver, copper and yarn that were used to make the 
Tabernacle. In this last portion of Exodus, the presence 
of the Lord fills the Tabernacle. Traditional rabbinic 
commentators have compared the building of the 
Tabernacle to the creation of the world itself. 

March 19-20  Vayikrah  Leviticus 1:1-5:26 
“ Vayikrah” is both the name of the book, which in 
English is translated as Leviticus, and the name of our 
Torah portion. While the book contains sacrificial 
practices that are completely out of date, the issue of the 
proper form of atonement for modern Jews is a 
contemporary one. According to some rabbinic 
commentators, prayer has replaced sacrifice for the 
modern Jew. The description of what constitutes sin in 
Leviticus demonstrates the ethical principles of our 
tradition. In Judaism, each individual must take 
responsibility for making amends to God: no person can 
sacrifice her or his life for another’s. 

March  26-27  Tzav  Leviticus 6:1-8:36 
G-d instructs Moses to teach Aaron and his sons the 
rights and duties they will take on in becoming priests.  
They, and their descendants, will be the ones to offer 
the sacrifices in the Sanctuary.  A fire on the holy altar 
must be kept burning at all times in preparation for the 
sacrifices.  The Kohanim (priests) must learn the variety 
of different offerings for peace, sin and guilt, and 
practice very specific rituals regarding each.  Aaron and 
his sons remain in the sanctuary compound for seven 
days, and Moses initiates them into the priesthood. 
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You, your family and your friends are cordially 
invited to share in the annual Temple Beth Torah 
Community Seder. We will be celebrating the first 
night of Passover. The Seder will begin promptly at 
6:15 p.m. (Please check in by 6:00 p.m.) 
The menu will include gefilte fish, matzo-ball 
soup, garden green salad, specially prepared 
chicken, vegetable side dishes and dessert. We’ll 
also serve wine, grape juice, iced tea and coffee.
